Description 
The School is an independent nursery and preparatory school for boys and 
girls aged two and a half to thirteen years of age. 
 
It consists of a number of buildings with pupils divided by age group within 
each building as follows: 
 

1. 28 Abercorn Place, NW8 for pupils in the Early Years Foundation 
Stage (EYFS) 

2. Units 3, 3A and 5 in The Arcade, 18 Abbey Road, NW8 for pupils in 
Year 1 
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3. 248 Marylebone Road, NW1 for pupils in Years 2 to 4 – The Old 
Grammar School (TOGS) 

4. 7B Wyndham Place, W1 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
Within this travel plan we consider Sites 1 and 2 as one site as no pupils are 
dropped off or collected by parents at our Abbey Road site. Sites 3 and 4 are 
considered separately as the traffic considerations differ markedly.  

 
At the time of the survey in spring 2009 there were 374 pupils in the school, of 
which 158 were in the EYFS. There were 60 pupils in Year 1, 105 pupils in 
Years 2 to 4, and 51 pupils in Years 5 to 8. Our pupils are drawn from the 
area around St John’s Wood, and are from a wide range of backgrounds and 
diverse cultures. Around a third of the pupils are from non-European cultures 
and 38 pupils come from continental-European backgrounds, for example 
from Spain and Germany. No pupils have special education needs. The 
school has 32 pupils for whom English is not their first language. Of these, 
one pupil requires support for English as an additional language (EAL) within 
mainstream lessons, although all receive additional learning support as 
necessary. Pupils are mainly from business and professional families. 
 
Coaches operate from sites 1, 3 and 4 to take children on trips and between 
sites. The school provides a bus service to Marylebone Road from Abercorn 
Place every day, morning and evening. This means that parents can drop off 
and collect their children from the quieter Abercorn Place site if they prefer. 
 
The historic nature of our school buildings mean that unfortunately it is not 
possible to adapt them to the needs of wheelchair users. The sites at 
Abercorn Place and Marylebone Road have listed building status. In the case 
of SEN pupils, the nature of the needs is carefully considered and appropriate 
provision made, including any use of transport.  
 
School starts and finishes are staggered according to age of pupils. The 
earliest finish for pupils is at 15:00, and the latest is 16:45. 
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A range of after school clubs take place at both our Abercorn Place and 
TOGS sites. These include sports, chess, cookery art and drama, and 
activities typically run from 15:30–16.30 or 16:15–17:15, depending on age 
group. Club sizes vary, with around 6-20 pupils per activity. 
 

School Ethos 
 
Established in 1987, Abercorn’s aim is to give children the best start in 
education by providing a friendly, caring and inspiring academic atmosphere. 
The school has gained an enviable record of excellence and achievement for 
boys and girls from two and a half to 13 + years of age. We guide both pupils 
and parents through the education process to ensure our students attain the 
highest standards. 
 
We continuously evaluate each student’s development in order to foster 
individual talents and skills. Happiness is an essential prerequisite to the 
acquisition of knowledge. At Abercorn learning is serious but fun! 
 
Abercorn is a firm believer in traditional values and standards, including 
excellent pastoral care. However, we are committed to embracing the best of 
what the 21st century will offer, and preparing our students to face the 
challenges of the modern world with confidence and competence. 
 

Locality 
 
The map below shows the location of our sites in relation to the local 
underground network.  
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Abercorn Place/Abbey Road 
The area surrounding the Abercorn Place and Abbey Road sites is almost 
exclusively residential. The famous Abbey Road studios are a short walk 
away with the associated pedestrian crossing an important tourist hotspot. 
 
The road network around the school is busy, but there are not significant 
problems with traffic congestion. As some of the surrounding streets have had 
traffic calming measures installed, Abercorn Place has become a popular 
alternative route for drivers wishing to avoid speed restrictions. Between the 
junction with Abbey Road and that with Hamilton Terrace there is no 
impediment to speed and as a result cars often exceed the speed limit.

Marylebone Road  
This site is located on Marylebone Road between Lisson Grove and 
Harewood Avenue.  
 
Marylebone Road is an important throroughfare. As the A301 or A40, it forms 
part of the inner ring road through central London. It has three lanes of traffic 
in both directions and is frequently heavily congested. It therefore represents 
a significant challenge for pupils and parents in travelling safely to and from 
school, despite several pedestrian crossings along its length.

Wyndham Place 
The school building in Wyndham Place is located in a quiet residential area. 
The immediate area outside the building is closed to vehicles. 
 
Wyndham Place runs parallel to and between two busy roads. Seymour Place 
runs from Marylebone Road and links with Edgware Road, and Gloucester 
Place links Oxford Street with Marylebone Road. Gloucester Place is a one-
way street (south to north), and has three lanes.  
 

Catchment area 
The pupil catchment area for Abercorn School is predominantly local, with 
over 85% of children living within two miles of the school sites in St John’s 
Wood, Maida Vale, Marylebone and Kilburn areas.  
 
The map below shows the catchment area for Abercorn School, as derived 
from pupil home postcodes. 

 
 
 
The catchment area for staff is more dispersed because housing costs in the 
immediate local area and central London more generally mean staff must live 
further from the site. Staff live in areas such as Stanmore, Streatham, 
Chiswick, Dulwich and Greenwich.. 
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2. Transport Links 

Train 
The nearest National Rail station to our School sites is Marylebone, which is a 
25 minute walk from Abercorn Place and an 8 minute walk from TOGS on 
Marylebone Road. 
 
Marylebone Station serves mainline routes to the north west of London 
towards Birmingham, Stratford upon Avon and Banbury. 
 

Underground 
Abercorn Place is equidistant from two underground stations, St John’s Wood 
(Jubilee Line) and Maida Vale (Bakerloo Line).

The Marylebone Road and Wyndham Place sites are within easy walking 
distance of both Marylebone and Baker Street underground stations. 
Marylebone station is on the Bakerloo line, and Baker Street serves the 
Metropolitan, Hammersmith and City, Circle, Bakerloo and Jubilee lines.

The majority of bus stops around the 3 sites are sheltered and have seating. 
All are clean and in good condition. 
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Roads 
Abercorn Place is a link between Abbey Road (B507) and Maida Vale (A5). 
Both roads carry a consistently high volume of traffic throughout the day, with 
some congestion during peak hours. As noted previously, Abercorn Place can 
be used as an alternative route for drivers trying to avoid speed reduction 
measures on surrounding streets, and there are therefore issues with some 
drivers exceeding the speed limit as they travel through Abercorn Place. 
 
The road network around the Marylebone Road and Wyndham Place sites is 
very busy throughout the day, and is frequently congested. Marylebone Road 
itself is part of the inner London ring road and as such accommodates three 
lanes of traffic in both directions.  

Cycling 
The cycling infrastructure around Abercorn Place is limited. There are no 
dedicated cycle lanes, though streets are wide enough to accommodate 
cyclists and overtaking traffic easily. 
 
Marylebone Road is a very busy road, and some off road provision has been 
made for cyclists. There are no on-road cycle lanes or advanced stop boxes.

Walking 
Walking routes around Abercorn Place are relatively safe, though the roads 
can be busy. The pavements are well lit, and the surrounding roads have 
adequate crossings for pedestrians. Abercorn Place itself does not have a 
controlled crossing. 
 
Walking routes around Marylebone Road are well lit and well maintained, but 
consistent heavy levels of traffic are a significant hazard. Some crossings on 
Marylebone Road control traffic only and do not have signals for pedestrians. 
The time given for pedestrians to cross is generally too short. 
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The crossing at Harewood Avenue / Marylebone Road, which does not have signals or 

timings for pedestrians

There is significant demand for scooter parking at the Abercorn Place site. 
Scooters are left at the front entrance.  
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3. Current School Activities Linked to Travel 
 
Our School undertakes a number of initiatives that promote healthy living, 
physical activity and sustainable travel as described here. 
 

·  We offer a full sporting programme to its pupils. After school clubs 
include football, hockey, swimming, gymnastics and dance.  

·  The sporting programme is in addition to four sessions of Physical 
Education per week, and two outdoor playtimes per day. 

·  Pupils receive a healthy and varied selection of meals at school. 
Abercorn has a healthy food policy whereby pupils are only allowed 
fruit and vegetables as snacks, all school meals are made with local 
produce, and no additives are used. 

 
·  Staggered start and finish times have been introduced to help limit 

the impact of school run traffic congestion in the local area. 
·  Two coaches are hired by the School every day to take pupils 

dropped off at the Abercorn Place site to TOGS at Marylebone Road. 
The same service operates at the end of the day to return pupils to 
Abercorn Place. This reduces the number of car trips made to the 
TOGS site. 

·  The school have offered to arrange car pooling for interested parents. 
·  Abercorn has a Walk to School day in the summer term, and all year 

groups participate. 
·  The Green Cross Code is taught as part of the curriculum, and 

lessons on protecting the environment are delivered to all year 
groups. 

 
·  Abercorn School was involved in a successful campaign to remove 

an island from a dangerous crossing on Abbey Road.

Pupils were then asked how they would prefer to travel to school. The results 
of the survey show that car use is less popular when given the choice; only 
15% of pupils would prefer to travel by car, as compared with the actual figure 
of 33%. There was strong interest in travelling by bicycle, with 36% of pupils 
stating they would prefer to cycle to school. This is a considerable increase on 
the actual figure of 1%.

When staff were asked how they would prefer to travel to school there was a 
strong tendency towards sustainable modes, with 45% of staff indicating they 
would prefer to walk to school, and 19% preferring to travel by bicycle. 
Preference for car was the same as actual use at 12%, but rail became less 
popular, decreasing from 40% actual usage to 16% preferred.  
 

Results of In-depth Pupil Surveys 
 
Over 50 in-depth surveys were completed by pupils in Year 5. The surveys 
gave the pupils an opportunity to think in greater detail about travel to and 
from school, with a specific focus on walking and cycling. An example of a 
completed survey is enclosed as Appendix 1. The survey responses 
highlighted a number of issues which are summarised below: 
 
Why pupils dislike walking 

·  There is too much traffic 
·  Not enough crossing places 
·  Traffic is too fast 
·  Get wet when it rains 

 
Why pupils like walking: 

·  It is enjoyable 
·  It makes me feel healthier 
·  It is better for the environment 
·  I can talk with friends or Mum/Dad 

 
The pupils were asked what would make walking to school better, and what 
would encourage them to start walking, or walk to school more often. The 
most common suggestions included wider and cleaner pavements; less traffic; 
safer places to cross the road and the provision of lockers in school. 
 
Some pupils said that they could not walk to school because the distance was 
too far or because their parents would not let them. 
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Though over 70% of pupils who completed the survey owned a bicycle, none 
of the respondents belonged to the 1% who travelled by bicycle to school. 
These pupils were therefore unable to answer the sections about what they 
liked and disliked about cycling to school, but they did make suggestions as to 
what would encourage them to start cycling. These included more cycle lanes, 
the provision of cycle training, less traffic and a safe place to leave a bike.  
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5. Consultation 
 
In addition to the travel surveys detailed in the previous section we have also 
consulted groups of pupils as well as our governors and parents. 

Pupils - Working Group 
In addition to the in depth pupil survey described above, two pupil groups 
participated in travel plan working group meetings to talk about travelling to 
school. The outcomes of those discussions are set out below. 
 
Group 1: 13.11.09 
(Attended by 13 Year 4 pupils, TOGS site, Marylebone Road) 
 
Pupils were asked a series of questions and there responses are noted below. 
 
1. Why is walking to school good? 
 - Good for the environment 
 - Stay fit 
 - Less pollution 
 - Saving money 
 - See your friends 
 - Spend time with family 
 - See things 
 
2. What stops you from walking to school sometimes? 
 - In a hurry 
 - Pavements are very crowded 
 - It is raining 
 - It is too far 
 - I am too tired 
 - I have a heavy school bag 
 
3. What would make you walk to school more often? 
 - Getting up earlier 
 - Less homework so I am not so tired 
 - Lollipop people to make it safer to cross the roads 
 - Better drivers 
 - More sleeping policeman to make drivers go slower 
 - Speed cameras 
 - Bridges over busy roads 
 
4. What could help children get to school safely? 
 - Make cars more expensive 
 - Car pooling 
 - School bus 
 - Cycle lanes everywhere  
 - Electric cars 
 - Sell less cars 
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Group 2: 20.11.09 
(Attended by 9 Year 1 pupils, Abbey Road site) 
 
The pupils drew pictures of how they usually travelled to school and they 
talked about why they liked to travel that way.  
 
The favourite way to get to school is by scooter. This is a favourite because: 

- It is quite fast 
- It is very fun 
- It takes a bit of skill 
- It can be faster than a car 
- It is good exercise 

 
The pupils thought that it would be easier for more children to scooter to 
school if there were cycling or scooter paths and more crossings. 

Governors 
Mrs Greystoke and two of the school governors met with Fiona Jenkins, the 
Travel Plan advisor on 3rd November. The travel plan was explained and a 
summary of the basic survey results was discussed. A copy of the agenda is 
enclosed as Appendix 3. 
 
The governors highlighted the dangers of local road traffic to pupils and 
commented that an extensive network of off road cycle networks is needed 
throughout central London to allow children to ride their bikes to school. 

Parents 
Surveys were sent to all parents via email and over 100 completed forms 
were returned. An example of a completed survey is enclosed as Appendix 2. 
 
The surveys highlighted a number of important issues about the journey to 
school, and suggested some areas for improvement. These are summarised 
in the table below.

The Travel Plan advisor also attended a meeting of ‘Friends of Abercorn’; a 
volunteer group of parents who arrange and co-ordinate a range of activities 
for parents, pupils and staff at the School. The Agenda for this meeting is 
enclosed as Appendix 4. 
 
The parents were shown local area maps of each of our sites, and asked to 
identify any areas which posed a difficulty for the journey to school. 
 
Issues identified were as follows: 

�  The pedestrian crossing at the top of Abercorn Place on Abbey Road is 
situated in a dangerous place, too close to the junction. Drivers 
sometimes do not have time to realise that there is a crossing there 
because they have been concentrating on pulling out of Abercorn 
Place. 

·  Cycling to any of the school sites is too dangerous for children. 
·  Marylebone Road is very busy and parents usually want to accompany 

their children all the way to the school to ensure that they are safe. 
·  The crossing times are too short on Marylebone Road and can be 

difficult to get across, even for adults. 
 
The parents were pleased that the school currently provides bus service to 
TOGS from Abercorn Place as this reduces the length of trips needed. 

Staff 
A small number of staff had a break time discussion about travel to school and 
the issues they faced. The issues discussed were recorded by the School 
Travel Co-ordinator. These included:  

·  Delays, cancellations and overcrowding on public transport put them off 
using the services 

·  Driving to school is the preferred option because of distance travelled 
and convenience
